Introduction

This regional brief provides an overview of the progress in the Central Region regarding
the implementation of the manifesto commitments across various sectors. The sectors
covered include Education, Health, Roads, Electricity, Water, Livelihoods, the Parish
Development Model, and Emyooga. The Central Region comprises 25 districts, 1 city,
1,614 parishes, 324 sub-counties, and 69 constituencies, excluding Kampala Capital
City Authority which has a separate report.

EDUCATION SECTOR

The Region has got 1,614 Parishes and of these 1,495 have got Primary Schools while
119 are missing the primary schools. On average they have 93% coverage of primary
schools.
